Eligibility Criteria and Guidance Notes:
· The development grant is provided to support Clubs/Groups to undertake an essential refurbishment project. It is not a capital grant and may only be applied for once every three years. 
· In order to be eligible for this grant, your Club / Group must have applied for and received a Local Youth Club Grant Scheme (LYCGS) in the current calendar year and in advance of the application. 
· The amount paid will depend on the Club’s/Group’s proposal and be subject to availability of funding. 
· The grant must be applied for in advance of any works undertaken and will not be applied to retrospective applications. 
· The premises to which proposed refurbishment will be made, must be owned by the Club/Group or be on long-term lease to the Club/Group.
· Where the grant covers construction work, a registered contractor, who must provide a current Tax Clearance Certificate or (C2), must carry out the work.
· Three quotations must be supplied at the time of application for all cost.
· In the case of building works, all local authority regulations and planning laws must be complied with at the time of application.
· The Club/Group must be able to show evidence of sufficient financial resources to complete the proposed work.
· CDYSB must be satisfied that the club/group has the leadership and management ability to carry out the refurbishment project.
· You must read the Club/Group Declaration of Assurance and sign it accordingly.
 Completing the Application Form:
· All sections of the application must be completed in full. 
· Completed applications must be returned electronically by email to: grants@cdysb.cdetb.ie
· The grant available (subject to funding availability), is up to a maximum of €6,500. 
· Declaration: The Club/Group Declaration of Assurance section must be signed by the Club/Group Secretary or the Club/Group Chairperson. CDYSB will accept print signatures.
· Grant Approval: your Club / Group will be notified of the outcome of your grant application by email. 
· Payment will only be issued by Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) to the Club / Group bank account. Payment will not be made to a Post Office Account, Credit Union account, or a personal Bank Account.
· The closing date for receipt of applications is 22nd October 2021. It is important to note that applications received after the closing date may not be processed.
