Programme Provision
In 2007 the number of programmes provided by the 66 CDYSB youth projects/services funded by 
CDYSB totalled 1,213.  Programmes covered a very broad range of areas and activities with some 
programme areas being delivered by almost all 66 projects and services. The following three tables 
outline the range of programmes in terms of frequency of provision i.e. the number of projects who 
delivered specific programme areas during 2006/2007. 

Table 1.7 outlines a very high level of programme provision and indicates that drugs education and 
personal development were the most frequently provided programmes with 61 (92 per cent) projects. 
Sports and visual arts programmes occupy the lower end of this table with 54 (82 per cent) projects 
delivering the former and 53 (80 per cent) delivering the latter.

Currently, Dublin City Council directly manages 
and resources a wide variety of facilities and 
services that afford young people a range of 
options for expression and active engagement 
at a social, physical, intellectual and emotional 
level. It is through the provision of recreational 
activities e.g. swimming pools, playing pitches, 
playgrounds in the parks and sports centres; 
arts and cultural activities provided by the Dublin 
City Library and Archive Services; Dublin City 
Gallery, the Hugh Lane and structured arts 
programmes of the Arts Office; and through the 
Community Section with its wide range of youth 
services provided by professional youth workers, 
community and youth centres, playgroup 
support and the support of summer projects 
and summer activities that a varied and inclusive 
experience can be had by all young people 
regardless of age, gender, ability or ethnicity. 

Adding a democratic dimension, the Dublin 
City Development Board in partnership with 
Dublin City Council developed the concept of 
Comhairle na nÓg – Dublin’s Young People’s 
Council, which gives young people the chance 
to talk about local and countrywide issues 

important to them and also to have a say in the 
future of the city in which they live. 

City Parks / Beaches: Dublin City Council 
manages 2,500 acres of parks and open 
spaces throughout the city including many 
neighbourhood parks. These parks provide 
multiple sports and leisure opportunities for a 
variety of sports including football; athletics; 
tennis; bowling; gaelic games; orienteering; pitch 
& putt / par 3 golf; skateboarding; water sports; 
walking etc. All of these facilities are available 
to the public and can be easily booked by 
individuals or groups. 

Sports Facilities: A number of sports halls 
and swimming pools are provided throughout 
the city. In addition, there are purpose-built 
leisure centres, which contain pool, steam 
room, gym, aerobics etc. More centres are at 
the development stage. All of these facilities are 
available on a ‘pay as you go’ basis and provide 
activities for all ages. 

Community Development: The Community 
Development Section has responsibility for the 
administration of Comhairle na nÓg, which gives 
young people a voice on issues and decisions, 
which affect them. The Section also has local 
Community Development Teams located in 
all areas throughout the city, which work in 
partnership with local people to support various 
groups including summer projects, activities 
for young people and community education.

Youth, Community and Sports Centres: 
The Youth Play & Sports Development Section 
plays a leading role in the delivery, monitoring 
and evaluation of over 85 Capital Projects under 
the Young People’s Facilities and Services 
Fund (YPFSF) – in excess of €50m. This fund 
was established in 1998 in the context of the 
government’s National Drug’s Strategy, to assist 
in the development of preventative strategies 
and initiatives through the development of youth 
facilities and services in disadvantaged areas, 
where a significant drug problem existed or 
had the potential to develop. The objective of 
the YPFSF is to ‘attract at-risk young people 
in disadvantaged areas into these facilities and 
activites and divert them away from the dangers 
of substance abuse’. 

Over the last number of years, Dublin City 

Council has been involved in the construction and management of a number of state-of-the-art mutli-
purpose youth / community and sports centres across the city, with funding made available through 
the YPFSF. These centres provide young people with dedicated sports and activities in their area. A 
wide variety of programmes and faciltieis are offered in the centres. The following new community 
youth centres have been developed with YPFSF Capital Funding:

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Youth, Play & Sports Development: Dublin 
City Council is using sports development as an 
effective tool in engaging young people at risk in 
designated disadvantaged areas into sustainable 
sport, active recreation and leisure pursuits and 
facilities at the level they desire. The concept 
is to provide high quality and innovative sports 
programmes for young people aged 10 – 21. 

The main focus of the Sports Development 
Officers’ team is to develop sport and recreation 
facilities and services and to attract young 
people at risk into the facilities and activities. 
The DCC Sports Development Programme 
began in August 2000 with the employment of 6 
Sports Development Officers with funding made 
available through the YPFSF. Since then, over 
4,000 young people in the city in targeted areas 
have participated in the delivery of an annual 
rolling programme of 21 sports programmes 
and activities. Forty per cent of these young 
people have completed courses – for many 
of them, this is the first course / activity they 
have ever completed – and over 10 per cent 
have achieved awards and qualifications. The 
programme currently operates with an annual 
budget of €500,000 sourced in partnership 
between DCC and government agencies. 
The services offered provide innovative and 
challenging programmes and activities for 
children and young people to become active 
members within their own communities. 

Currently, there are 2 Senior Sports Development 
Officers and 14 Sports Development Officers 
(SDOs) working across the city whose goals 
include: 

Increase participation of targeted young •	
people into dynamic and exciting sports 
programmes

Work in partnership with National Governing •	
Bodies of Sport and other key stakeholders 
to deliver services to young people at risk

Assist sports clubs and groups in applying •	
for funding

Access training for coaches and volunteers•

It is important to note that the task of the SDOs 
is not to act as club leaders or coaches but to 
develop programmes and activities in each area 
and to encourage young people to join existing 
or new clubs in their area. In addition, DCC 
appointed 5 Sport and Recreation Officers at the 
end of 2007. These officers are based in each of 
the 5 administrative areas of DCC. Their remit is 
to provide mainstream programmes e.g. health 
promotion and nutrition and other recreational 
and sports programmes to a wider audience of 
young people.

New centres are also planned for Stoneybatter and York Street as part of the regeneration process 
in these areas. A new centre is also planned for Bluebell to be funded from the YPFSF. However, 
although capital has been allocated in all three areas, construction has not yet commenced in 
Stoneybatter or Bluebell.
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The Arts Office: In 2006, Dublin City Council 
appointed 5 Assistant Arts Officers, each 
assigned an administrative area of Dublin. Each 
officer is tasked with developing programmes 
for young people, as well as offering advice 
and support to others interested in developing 
youth arts initiatives. Each September / October, 
arts or neighbourhood organisations seeking to 
develop arts programmes in the following year 
can apply for grant aid. Where the Arts Office is 
involved in directly programming large events, 
such as the Dublin Writers Festival, the Arts 
Office ensures that elements of the programme 
are geared towards young audiences, at 
affordable prices.

In recent years, DCC has developed an initiative 
with CDYSB and City Arts. This work has 
evolved into four strands:

The Dublin Community Forum (a member •	
of the Dublin City Development Board) 
facilitiates the involvement of community 
organisations and groups who work for the 
benefit of the community.

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Health Service Executive
In the case of the Health Service Executive, it was not possible to obtain a definitive list of services 
provided to young people as the HSE does not specifically provide services to young people. Rather, 
the HSE provides funding for specific health-related programmes being offered by youth projects that 
are most often funded by CDYSB. 

The Irish Youth Justice Service
The Irish Youth Justice Service (IYJS) is an executive office of the Department of Justice, Equality and 
Law Reform with responsibility for leading and driving reform in the area of youth justice. Working 
with the Office of the Minister for Children, the IYJS is guided by the principles of the Children Act 
2001. The IYJS funds organisations and projects providing services, including Gárda and Probation 
Projects, to young people aged under 18 years who find themselves in conflict with the law. These 
children may be involved with An Gárda Síochána, the Probation Service and the Courts Service. The 
IYJS is also responsible for the management and development of children’s detention facilities.

The remit of the IYJS is to improve the delivery of youth justice services and reduce youth offending. 
This challenge is met by focusing on diversion and rehabilitation involving greater use of community-
based interventions and the promotion of initiatives to deal with young people who offend. Providing a 
safe and secure environment for detained children and supporting their early re-integration back into 
the community is also a key function.

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Probation & Welfare Service
The Probation and Welfare Service offers 
services to young people throughout Dublin 
City. One of the Strategic goals of the 
Probation and Welfare Service, as outlined 
in its Strategy Statement 2008 – 2010 is to 
provide community-based responses to young 
people who offend. The Strategy  states that 
‘By implementing the relevant sections of 
the Children Act, 2001, in conjunction with 
the Irish Youth Justice Service and the Office 
of the Minister for Children, we will create 
community-based responses to managing 
young people who offend’.

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Youthreach 
Youthreach is the principal official response 
to the needs of unemployed young people, 
generally aged 16-20, who left school early 
having attained less than 5 D grades at Junior 
cycle level. The Department of Education and 
Science delivers Youthreach through centres of 
education managed by Vocational Education 
Committees. The programme is also delivered 
in a network of 45 Community Training Centres 
funded by FAS and the Department of Justice 
Equality and Law Reform. A parallel programme 
in a  culturally appropriate setting is delivered in 
the Senior Traveller Training Centres.

It is estimated that as many as 750 children 
fail to transfer every year from Primary to Post-
Primary school. The number of students who 
leave education with no qualifications is 3.2 per 
cent while another 15.3 per cent leave only with 
a Junior Certificate qualification (CSO, 2006)

Early school leavers are at particular risk in the 
labour market. Of those who enter the labour 
market after school, the unemployment rate is 
47.5 per cent for those with no qualifications, 
compared with 9.6 per cent for those with a 
Leaving Certificate. Research also shows that 
both the level of education and the grades 
achieved have a marked influence on gaining 
employment.

The Youthreach programme is intended to 
facilitate young people in returning to learning 

and preparing for employment and adult life. Its 
general objectives are as follows: 

Personal and social development and •	
increased self-esteem. 

Second-chance education and introductory •	
level training.

The promotion of independence, personal •	
autonomy, active citizenrship and a pattern 
of lifelong learning.

Integration into further education and training •	
opportunities and the labour market.

The promotion of social inclusion.•	

In order for a young person to be eligible for the 
Youthreach programme he/she must be:

Unemployed•	

Out of school for six months•	

Aged between 16 and 20 years of age.•	

Youthreach courses are full-time and are 
available on a year-round basis. An age-related 
training allowance is paid to participants. There 
are 10 Youthreach centres operated under the 
auspices of the CDVEC. The 10 centres cater 
for over 500 trainees / participants at any given 
time. The location of each of the centres is 
detailed below.

Catholic Youth Care is a Diocesan Agency 
which promotes and supports youth work in 
the Archdiocese of Dublin.  The patron is the 
Archbishop of Dublin who appoints the Council 
members and the Director, Fr Jim Caffrey.

The following is an overview of CYC services in 
Dublin City.

Service.

South Inner City
Training, support and services are provided by 
CYC’s Education Officer to 16 youth clubs and 
15 summer projects in the South Inner City. The 
Officer is also a member of numerous local and 
national advisory and management committees. 
Workshops and programmes are organised in 
the main in conjunction with other organisations 
such as the National Youth Council of Ireland, 
ECO, Dublin City Council, City of Dublin Youth 
Service Board and the HSE. 

Southside
The southside area covers the outer South Side 
of the City including Cherry Orchard, Ballyfermot, 
Inchicore, Drimnagh, Crumlin, Kimmage, 
Milltown, Donnybrook, Terenure, Rathfarnham, 
Templeogue, Greenhills, Walkinstown, 
Ballyboden and Marley Grange. Thirty eight 
groups are affiliated in this area including 24 
youth clubs and 14 summer projects.

North Inner City
Services offered by the Development Officer 
from CYC cover all the areas from the City 
Centre to the North Circular Road. In the North 
Inner City area, CYC supports the activities of 21 
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affiliated youth groups and 20 summer projects. 
The youth groups supported range in activity 
from traditional-type youth clubs to groups for 
‘new Irish’ young people and to groups that 
cater for young people with special needs.

Northside
Geographically the Northside of the City covers 
Cabra, Glasnevin, Ballymun, Santry, Coolock, 
Priorswood, Darndale, Donaghmede, Artane, 
Killester and Raheny. Forty affiliated youth 
groups consisting of 25 youth clubs and 15 
summer projects are supported by CYC. 
These groups involve approximately 550 adult 
volunteers and 5,500 young people ranging in 
age from 4 to 18.

Regional Youth Services:
Finglas Youth Service
Finglas Youth Service has continued to expand 
its services in the local community. During 2006 
and 2007, Finglas Youth Service staff offered 
programmes and support to young people 
including Crime Diversion (in conjunction with 
the Gárda Youth Diversion Project – FAN), drug 
prevention education, arts programmes, drop-
ins, adventure sports and youth club support.

Swords/Baldoyle Youth Service
Swords Baldoyle Youth Service offers a variety 
of services in the North County Dublin area. 
These include youth groups and clubs in 
local communities, a drop-in service, youth 
information and adventure sports. 2007 brought 
a significant expansion of the service with 
procurement of funding for a Youth Cafe to open 
in the Rivervalley area as well as funding for 
a joint initiative Gárda Youth Diversion Project 
between the Youth Service and An Gárda 
Síochána in the Swords area. While the youth 
service’s watersports centre which was based 
in Malahide Yacht club at Broadmeadows was 
forced to close, the service is hopeful that this 
will only be a temporary measure and is currently 
working with local agencies to secure a site to 
develop a new centre.

Housing Regeneration
In total, Dublin City Council, through Public 
Private Partnerships (PPPs), aims to provide 
2,788 new social units and 2,681 affordable 
units.
